1. When did you first start playing 
Basketball?  

I first began playing when I was about 
9 or 10 years old. My Mum had 
enrolled me in a weekend basketball 
camp during the school holidays along 
with my younger brother at the time. 

2. How did you first know about the 
Deaflympic Games? 

I first heard about it from a lovely woman named Susan Emerson in the middle of 2003. She knew my coach 
at the time and he told her all about me and she flew up from Melbourne to check me out and invite me to 
the selection trials in Melbourne for the 2005 Deaflympic Games. 

3. What are your favourite moments in your basketball career? 

The best one would have to have been that nail biting Quarter Finals match during the Melbourne 2005 
Deaflympic Games against Russia. 6 points down with 1 minute 30 seconds to go and with the whole crowd 
behind us (it was a rather large crowd at the time), we came back to beat them by 2 points. 

The next best would have to been the 1991 under 14’s ACT championships.  We went through that whole 
season undefeated. 

4. What is your advice to young, budding basketballers? 

As always train very hard, and always listen to your coach. Have some goals every game. Doesn’t always 
have to be scoring the most points in your team, it can be how many defensive rebounds you get or 
blockouts or even turnovers you can force from the other team. 

But the best advice I can give is always have fun while playing. 

5. What are your goals for the next five years? 

To get that ever elusive gold medal at the Deaflympics and the World Deaf basketball championships.  
Palermo, Italy 2011 Here I COME!!!

This E-News has a special focus on Basketball - long considered one of the integral sports in the deaf 
community, we have enjoyed many decades of state vs state rivalry at Australian Deaf Games and National 
Deaf Basketball Club Championships (also known as the “Easters”).  DSA has invested significantly in the 
sport over recent years, driving an MOU Program between Deaf Basketball Australia (DBA) and Basketball 
Australia (BA) which will ultimately see BA become more involved in deaf basketball events, activities, 
selection processes etc. This augurs well for the next generation of deaf basketballers as we strive to send 
teams to upcoming international events such as the 2013 Deaflympic Games.  

We have teamed up with the Deaf Society of NSW to distribute surveys to deaf and hard of hearing people 
in NSW regarding their participation levels in sport and gauging their interest in contributing to a new Deaf 
Sports organisation.  The Deaf Society is visiting several cities and towns in January-February consulting 
with the community on their new strategic plan and have offered to distribute surveys on our behalf.  If 
you live in NSW and would like to fill out a survey, please contact the DSA office at dsa@deafsports.org.au.  
Craig and I plan to visit Sydney in February to meet with key stakeholders and hold a forum with the deaf 
community, one of several key steps towards re-establishing Deaf Sports NSW.  

You will read in the Staff Report about the upcoming Women in Sport workshop hosted by DSA over the 
weekend of 27-28 February.  We have received nominations from our Members and have extended 
invitations to emerging female individuals to participate in this ASC-funded workshop weekend.  I am 
looking forward to meeting the workshop participants and for DSA to provide assistance and guidance to 
these women as they develop and expand their sport leadership skills.

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After a quick break to enjoy the festive season the DSA office is back into the swing of 
things for 2010. The relative quiet period of January has allowed us to focus on planning 
for 2010 and ensuring that we have a clear focus on the key projects we are 
undertaking and our goals and objectives for the year. 

Much work has been done on preparing DSA’s response the Federal Government 
Commissioned Crawford Report into Australian Sport. It is a key time in the history of 
DSA over the next few months as we look to ensure more support from the Federal 
Government in the response to the Crawford Report and a greater recognition of DSA’s 

role in the preventative health agenda of the deaf community. As the Federal Government looks to determine 
the direction of sport in Australia over the next 10 years, DSA has to make sure that it promotes itself strongly 
and ensures our important place in Australian sport is recognised. 

The following alarming statistics were identified in DSA’s research when responding to the Crawford Report and 
it demonstrates that there is a major health crisis facing the Deaf and Hard of Hearing community given that: 

• 51.1% are obese (33.4% national average); 
• 13.5% have diabetes (8% national average); and 
• 41.7% lead a sedentary lifestyle (30.2% national average). 

 
DSA can use sport as a vehicle to help tackle this problem and will lobby the Federal Government strongly to 
ensure our message and potential is recognised. 
 
Next month will see DSA hold its Women in Sport Workshop (supported by the Australian Sports Commission) to 
help identify and support more female leaders in deaf sport. Each DSA Member organisation has been invited to 
nominate 1 female representative to attend the workshop and DSA has identified a further 5 -10 potential young 
females to attend. The mission of the workshop is for the participants to develop a strategy to identify and 
recruit more female leaders in deaf sport and it is also hoped that the participants will also form their own 
network for support and communication into the future. Irena has been heading up the workshop and has done 
a great job pulling it together. 

DSA and the deaf sports community has been fortunate over the years to have had many talented and 
committed women in the administration of sport with names such as Anne Bremner, Wendy Home, Cindy-Lu 
Fitzpatrick and Rebecca Adam to name just a few. The challenge now is to help identify and support the next 
generation of female leaders who will help to take deaf sport forward into the next decade. Becoming involved 
in sport administration is a great way to meet people, develop your skills and most importantly be part of a 
community and have fun and I encourage any young female reading this who wants more information on how 
they can get involved to contact the DSA office. 

In this months e-news the spotlight turns to the sport of Basketball, which is traditionally one of the core sports 
of the deaf sport community. Basketball is true international sport and many youngsters have been given the 
opportunity, through playing in the National Team, to travel the world and pit their skills against giants of the 
sport. Basketball is also a great sport to become involved at a community participation level and you will see 
many deaf basketballers actively playing in local mainstream competitions with their hearing teammates. 

The NDBCC (National Deaf Basketball Championships) are coming around again very quickly. This is the premier 
event for deaf basketball each year in Australia allowing clubs from each state to compete for the title of 
National Champion in  both men's and women's divisions. The NDBCC will be held again next Easter, in 
Queensland and hosted by QDBA at the very popular Gold Coast. Keep an eye out for more details shortly. 

I wish you all a happy and successful 2010 and look forward to crossing paths with many of you over the next 12 
months.

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Basketball Australia (BA), Deaf Basketball 
Australia (DBA) and Deaf Sports Australia (DSA) 
have developed their partnership with a 
Memorandum of Understanding for the next five 
years. The MoU outlines a number of key areas 
of cooperation ranging from grassroots 
development, governance, insurance and 
uniforms and includes a key objective of 
Basketball Australia managing the national deaf 
basketball teams within the next five years.   

A Project Plan has been developed for 2010 with the following key focus areas: 

• Participation   Increase number of players, coaches and administrators 
• Pathways    Link junior development to national teams 
• Public Interest Raise awareness of opportunities for deaf and hard of  

hearing people in basketball 
 

DSA, DBA and BA are in the initial stages of developing a high performance program for deaf basketballers 
that will be rolled out in the lead up to the 2011 World Championships in Palermo, Italy, the next 
Deaflympics in Athens in 2013 and the U20 World Championships in 2014.  

An Auslan Basketball DVD is also in development and will feature basketball specific words and phrases in 
Auslan to assist hearing coaches, officials, administrators and players communicate with deaf and hard of 
hearing basketballers.

The 25th National Deaf Basketball Club Championships (NDBCC) will be held at the Gold Coast this year over 
the Easter weekend, April 2 – 4, 2010 hosted by Qld Deaf Basketball Association, QDBA. 

The event will bring teams from several states to compete for the national title at the Southport School, in 
Southport on the northern end of the Gold Coast. This high quality venue is often used by the Boomers and 
for visiting internationals and is a perfect setting for these very important championships.

Geckos and Goannas Palermo Bound 

In September 2011 the Geckos (Australian Women’s Deaf Basketball team) and the 
Goannas (Australian Men’s Deaf Basketball team) will be saying “ciao” to Palermo, 
Italy for the 3rd World Deaf Basketball Championships.  Both the Geckos and 
Goannas attended the 2nd World Championships in Guangzhou, China in 2007 where 
the Goannas finished 11th, and the Geckos finished 7th in the competition.  The 3rd 
World Championships will run for just over a week and will involve a maximum of 

16 men’s teams and 16 women’s teams from across the world.  The 
favorites for the women’s competition will be the usual power countries of 
Sweden and the USA, while the men’s competition is likely to be again 
dominated by the European teams. 

For the Geckos, many of the players tasted their first international 
experience at the Taipei Deaflympics, so the Palermo World Champs will be 
an opportunity to build on that experience and take their game to a new 
level.  The Goannas were not able to attend the Deaflympics so are 
definitely very keen to get back into the international competition.   

Deaf Basketball Australia will be making initial squad selections at the 
NDBCC tournament over Easter this year and will then hold several training 
and selection camps over the remainder of 2010, and 2011.  It is hoped that 
for both teams we can add some new faces to our existing group of players.

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A first for the DSA eNews, in all future editions we will be including a 
‘Blast from the Past’ segment featuring stories from deaf and hard of 
hearing athletes who have competed in various sports in the past. Below 
is a story of Michael Ford who became an Enduro champion, having 
represented Australia at the Enduro Championships. 

Michael (Mick) Ford was born at Orange, NSW (Central West) and 
attended Boarding School at St Gabriel’s School for Deaf Boys, at Castle 
Hills from 1963-1974.  

Ford’s passion for motorcycles started when he could barely walk - “I 
remember that my Dad had always rode his old 175CC CZ motorcycle and 
when I was young, I sat front top of the tank when he took me for rides. I 
loved every minute of it and this made me dream of owning my bike”, 
said Ford. 

When Ford left school in 1974, he moved to live with his parents in Orange and began a friendship with his 
neighbour Jeff, whom he grew close with and they would spent their spare times riding around Mt 
Canoblas Forest learning how to master the skills of trail riding.  

Ford displayed an obvious talent and desire for the sport and he spent the next few years training hard and 
competing for the Orange Motor Cross Club in various disciplines such as Motocross, Enduro, Sports Trail, 
Obstacle Courses, Long and Short Circuit and some fun trail riding.   

Two years into his Motor Cross career Ford competed at his first Enduro NSW Championship Round in 
Oberon where the mountains were full of snow - “It was hard for my first experience riding with against 
professional riders with 12 years racing, however it was an unforgettable memory”, said Ford.  

In the following years Ford became a pioneer in the sport for the deaf community and represented 
Australia with distinction as the first deaf racing Enduro rider in Australia and in the world. In a 12 year 
career Ford achieved outstanding success performing consistently in Championship events throughout 
Australia especially in the 4 day Enduro Champioships which is held annually during Easter weekend. 
Michael also raced in the I.S.D.E (International Six Day Enduro) every year.  

During the prestigious I.S.D.E. that was held in Italy 1986, Michael won a bronze medal which was a first 
for a deaf motocross rider. He still holds that record - “I was very proud to win the Bronze Medal and it is 
the most satisfying result ever for me”, said Ford. The I.S.D.E event is regarded as the Olympic of 
Motocross involving 25 countries. The Endurance course involves competitors riding at least 250 km each 
per day through 6 days of competition. 

Michael’s overall achievements include winning 21 Gold, 12 Silver, 5 Bronze, as well as winning events 
through his local club. Michael is grateful for all the support he has received during his Motocross career, 
including his parents, friends and crew members. Special mention goes to Shamois Turnbull (owner of 
Kawaski and Suzuki M/C bike shop) who was his first sponsor, followed by BP for fuel and oil for bike and 
travelling around NSW and interstate (Peter Ward, BP Westoil Company), Kawasaki Australia, Orange 
Clothing Racing, Orange Sports M/C club. 

Michael hopes that another deaf motocross rider can achieve the same results again one day.
